Apologies for Absence 
An apology was received from District Cllr R Bloxham.    
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
No interests were declared.

3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting dated 3 December 2008 had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
4.         Police Report

PC J Tyrrell had forward his report to the Clerk.    During the month of December there had been one recorded crime which was a burglary to a dwelling in Scotchmead which at present remains undetected.  There were 7 incidents reported to the Police which included the fatal accident at the Halfway Inn.
5.         Report of County Councillor

County Cllr Mrs C Channon reported:
A member of the public asked, through the Chair, if there was any possibility of having Oak Road salted in cold weather.  This is a bus route for two school runs and is extremely dangerous.  The meeting felt that Village Way would also benefit from salting.  Cllr Channon said that this had been an extreme bout of freezing weather and DCC was already £2m overspent on budget.  She would, however, see if she could instigate any action.
Cllr Channon was pursuing the surface water problems in Quartermile Hill. DCC had carried out some ditching before Christmas.  DCC has agreed an extra £1.5m for ditching and guttering.

In the light of the fatal accident before Christmas Cllr Channon has asked for a breakdown of accidents near the Halfway Inn involving police reports and investigations.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, reported:
There had been a meeting today with the Vice Chair Cllr K Chun and Mark Dauncey of DCC concerning the lighting of the public highway adjacent to Sunny View.  Mr Dauncey felt that the cost of installing a street light would not represent value for money in terms of the number of users that would benefit.  The most cost effective way to light the highway would be by P I R controlled bulkhead lights attached to 
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Sunny View and its garage or the out house to No 1 Dryden Cottages.  If the owners of Sunny View were in agreement then DCC could finance the installation and running costs.  The Clerk would write to the owners of the property.

The total number of Housing Need questionnaires received by the Community Council Devon is 45 out of a possible 300.  Hopefully more will arrive before the end of the month.

She had contacted the Highways Department of DCC concerning the fence along the ford at Rosamondford which had been taken down by a fallen tree. She was informed that it will be repaired but has to join a list of priorities of damage caused by the October flood.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs L Parker reported:

The meeting with Kate Little concerning the Review in Development Control is still in abeyance.

As there are so many different postman collecting the post in the parish sometimes the small metal day discs are not changed.  She has been assured however that when collections are made an electronic time machine is used by the postman which shows the time of collection.  So providing parishioners have their post in the boxes before the designated last collection time it would definitely be collected.

There has been a request for the landlords of the Halfway Inn to operate the land at the rear of the pub as a caravan site.  There is an existing planning permission (with certain restrictions) but as this was not used between 1983 and 2004 EDDC is checking its legality.

She reported that there is a designated officer, within the Community Council of Devon, whose task it is to help villages with regard to playground design and funding. Many different equipment designs are being considered, including some from Sweden which can be used by adults as well as children.  This is being pioneered by a parish in North Devon.

Cyclists

Considering the distance of the site from Exeter and other centres of population and the nature of the local highway network cycling is likely to be a viable mode of transport for staff living locally to the site.
The Design and Access Statement, Outline Planning Application, para 8.4 refers to a shared pedestrian/cycle path on the site leading to bike racks adjacent to the rear entrance to the Academy located in the glazed link.  However the Transport Assessment para 3.5 and 4.5 states that there are no cycle paths either on or adjacent to the airport access road.  
There is a designated/signed cycle path from Exeter past the Meteorological Office, under the M5 motorway, onto the old A30 Honiton Road, past the Blackhorse pub, turning right into Clyst Honiton and terminating at the roundabout connecting the airport B2184 to the A30.  It would be desirable to extend this cycle path from the roundabout along a widened B3184 to the airport access road (just a few hundred metres) and beyond the airport entrance to facilitate cycling access from the Aylesbeare direction also.  The scope for cycling should definitely be encouraged.
Flight Simulators
This Council would wish assurance that the simulators would be housed so as not to be visible from the road which would ultimately cause distraction to road users.

Transport

It is essential that a report is received from DCC Highways. Historically there has been road flooding in this area which must be addressed in the initial stages of development.

Car parking at the Hotel

The hotel is to house 160 bedrooms.  Flybe is accommodating 40 people per night, flying-in, so perhaps the car parking spaces could be reduced to 120 and more strategic landscaping introduced.
