Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Cllr N Finegan.
2.       Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
No interests were declared.
3.       Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting dated 9 January 2008 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
4.         Report of District Councillor
District Cllr R Bloxham reported that the Regional Spatial Strategy has redefined the number of new houses required to be built in East Devon before 2026 to 17,100. This would result in fewer houses being necessary than was at first thought for rural villages.  There are still a considerable number of houses ear-marked for Cranbrook, a new development North West of Cranbrook, the fringes of Exeter, Axminster, Exmouth and Seaton which will be good for jobs and infrastructure.  There will be an Issues and Options Paper for consultation later on in the Spring.
5.         Police Report

PC J Tyrrell had sent his report to the Clerk.  During January there had been no reported crime and ten incidents reported to the Police.
6.
Chairman’s Report

1.
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, together with the Clerk had attended a 
Celebration of Towns and Parishes at EDDC.  At this event the Best 
Achievement in the last 5 years from both a Town and a Parish was awarded 
to Exmouth (Exmouth Festival) and Uplyme (new playground where £37,000 
funding was raised) respectively.  The most exciting plan in the pipeline 
was awarded to Honiton (regenerating The Glen) and Lympstone (Youth 
Club).
2.
The Chair had met with Dan Meek, Principal Land Agent acting for DCC, to 
discuss drainage on the lane approaching Quarter Mile Hill.  He had agreed 
that together with Mike Bishop, DCC Highways, steps would be taken to get 
the area dug out. The Clerk would write to confirm this and keep writing until 
such time as the work has been completed.
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7.
Clerk’s Report
Mrs L Parker reported:

1.
She had attended a presentation by the Army Presentation Team at 
Woodbury Park.  This Team forms a liaison between the public and the army 
to help create awareness of how the armed services operate.  A film 
depicting army training and an insight into the tasks tackled by troops, during 
operations in such places as Iraq and Afghanistan, was shown together with 
a talk by various army personnel explaining the problems facing wounded 
servicemen, family housing and veterans.  Equipment, morale, public support 
and funding were also discussed.  There were questions from the floor and it 
became obvious how public opinion (regardless of political views) was 
appreciated by our troops particularly when serving in war zones.  She felt it 
had been a very informative evening.
2.
The Chair was unable to attend the recent Meeting of the Clyst Vale Group 
of Parish Councils as insufficient notice was given prior to the meeting.

3.
There are new owners to the strip of the land opposite Brooklands, to the 
side of the A3052.  The caravan has been removed but they wish to provide 
off street parking with an improved access.  Dave Collings, Enforcement 
Officer EDDC, has advised the owners that a requirement of the 
Enforcement Notice is to close the access.  EDDC would require details of 
any proposed shelter and its location before confirming whether planning 
permission is required.

4.
Exeter Wheelers will be holding its Cycle Road Race on 6 April.  It will be 
based at Bendarroch School and will commence at 10.30am lasting for about 
2 hours.  The area will be busy with cyclists and spectators from 9am 
onwards. A notice will be put in TOPICS and on the main notice board.

5.
Mr David Hinchliffe has agreed once more to be the Parish Council’s Internal 
Auditor at a cost of £100 which is the same as last year.
6.
Mr Nick Hall of Halls Estate Agents has given £100 towards the cost of the 
new playground equipment.

7.
The University of Plymouth, with the help of Lesley Smith of the Devon 
Association of Parish Councils, has embarked on a research programme on 
the changing role and function of Parish Councils and has advised the Clerk 
that, in the next couple of weeks, they will be sending a questionnaire for 
completion by all Councillors.
8.         Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies

Report of Meeting at Clyst St Mary regarding traffic on A3052
Cllr K Chun had attended this Meeting.  There were representatives from nearby Parish Councils, East Devon District Council and Devon County Council present.  Outline planning permission was granted for the development of Hill Barton back in 1980s hence the rubber stamping of the recent Tarmac & Cement Works.  The areas immediately surrounding Junctions 29 and 30 of the M5 will be the subject of major development.  Junction 30 is to be completely overhauled as and when funding permits. The improvement of Junction 29 is holding up the development at Cranbrook. Traffic lights are a strong possibility at the Clyst St Mary roundabout. A traffic survey has been carried out on this roundabout and all Parish Councils will receive a copy. It was agreed that an extra lane at the entrance to Oil Mill Lane would be beneficial. The reduction of the speed limit outside the Cat & Fiddle Mobile Home Park will not be considered until the Government has finalised its plan to rationalise speed limits across the country.  There are a variety of speed limits in place, from one county to another, and it is felt that the national speed limits should be reset with an emphasis placed on educating drivers as to recognising the appropriate speed from one set of roads to another.
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Ottery St Mary Health & Locality Care Team
It was the first meeting of the new Chair, Shân Merritt.  The purpose of this Care Team is to give information to rural parishes of the changes in the Primary Health Care.  The Locality Health Care Team would be happy to receive any ideas for the improvement of care in the area.
