1.
Apologies for Absence 

Apologies were received from County Cllr Mrs C Channon and District Cllr R Bloxham.
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda

No interests were declared.

3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated 13 January 2010 had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously declared they be signed as a true record.

PC J Tyrrell joined the meeting, gave his report and then left.

4.         Police Report

During January there were 6 incidents reported to the Police: 1 criminal damage to a motor vehicle, 2 road traffic accidents, 1 domestic dispute, 1 missing person and 1 theft of a number plate from a vehicle.  There were 3 recorded crimes: 1 theft from a motor vehicle, 1 common assault and battery following a domestic dispute after which a male offender was arrested and charged and 1 criminal damage to a motor vehicle.  Two offenders were identified and enquiries are continuing.
5.         Reports of County & District Councillors
Cllr R Bloxham had emailed his report to the Clerk which was circulated amongst Councillors.  He was sorry that he could not attend Parish Council meetings but his responsibilities at EDDC usually fall on a Wednesday evening. His principle focus of work at EDDC has been with the service planning and budget for the next financial year which will lead to the setting of the council tax. Due to the economic climate there is a considerable financial shortfall at the District Council.  The recommendation to the executive board is to continue to deliver the services that most people want – street cleaning, toilets etc but take a hard look at some others and find a different way of delivering services for the future. Car park charges are an essential income for the council and ways are being considered to bring forward a different parking strategy.  EDDC has started looking at sharing senior management with another District Council which should lead to efficiencies and thus deliver the same but for less. The decision on unitary government for Devon should be known any day now. It is hoped that the Local Development Framework will move forward soon.  This has been hampered by the Regional Spatial Strategy, which underpins the LDF, remaining in draft form with uncertainties generated by the election.

Chairman’s Report

Cllr Mrs S Coward’s report was again mainly concerning the condition of the highways since the extreme cold and wet weather.  All potholes have been reported to the Highways Agency but we stand in line for our turn to come for remedial work.

Clerk’s Report

There is a course available for new Councillors on Wednesday 17 March at Honiton Town Council Offices from 7pm till 9.30pm which Cllr A Ringe will attend at a cost of £25 plus VAT.

Cllr A Ringe will also be the Parish Council representative on the Exeter Airport Transport Forum and will attend meetings when necessary.

Ian Knight of Community Response is available and happy to attend the Annual Parish Meeting as guest speaker.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies

Primary Healthcare Team – 19 January 2010
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward had attended this meeting.

Wardens living on-site in sheltered housing accommodation services have been replaced by Mobile Support Officers. There is a variety of equipment available which can be provided to keep vulnerable people safe in their own homes. Ottery Hospital has 24 beds open until 22 March when 12 beds will close to allow a deep clean to take place.  This is an annual requirement.  When half the ward has been cleaned the beds will be moved so that the other half may be completed.  Extra beds will be opened in other hospitals to cope with demand. 

The Senior Council for Devon has funding for a Memory Café in Ottery St Mary.  Memory Cafés already exist in 17 Devon towns and are much appreciated by dementia and Alzheimer patients and their carers.  They are managed and run by volunteers but are supported by professionals.  After initial funding Memory Cafés need to be self funding. 
Dr Cox explained that Devon Docs, the out of hours service, is linked to the Coleridge Medical Centre.  This gives on-call doctors access to 60% of patients’ details.
Exeter Airport Transport Forum – 26 January 2010
There are two new settlement areas under study at Monkerton and New Court. New settlements are to be linked by cycle routes. There will eventually be a cycle strategy linking Cranbrook, Skypark, Exeter Airport, the Science Park and the city of Exeter.  New stations will be positioned on the Waterloo line to take account of the new settlements.  By the time 505 houses have been built at Cranbrook the Clyst Honiton bypass must have reached completion. Full planning permission relating to Skypark and the Science Park should be in place by Easter which will provide around 3,000 jobs.  Stagecoach is endeavouring to get more buses on routes to the Airport to avoid cars being used.
