1.
Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Cllr K Chun, Cllr N Finegan and County Cllr Mrs C Channon.
2.       Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
Cllr Mrs T Ash and Cllr Mrs J Foxwell declared a personal interest on item 9 (08/0252/OUT) – it is a nearby property. Cllr Mrs J Foxwell took no part in the debate.
3.       Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting dated 6 February 2008 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
4.         Report of District Councillor
District Cllr R Bloxham reported that consideration is being given at EDDC to Public Speaking at meetings.  It has been agreed in principle but the detail is yet to be approved.

He felt it important for Parish Councils to gain Quality Status as in the future more responsibility will be given to Parish and Town Councils.

The Boundary Committee will shortly be looking at the local government structures in Devon to advise whether there could be alternative unitary solutions which may involve changes to local authority boundaries.  It will be consulting will all tiers of local government and giving representation to the government in September – December.

Report of County Councillor

County Cllr Mrs C Channon had told the Clerk that the drainage work on land near Lower Barton Farm is scheduled to take place.  She also mentioned that she had funds in her ‘Community Pot’ which could be used to help the Parish Council set up a website.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, had been responding with Mike Bishop concerning the drainage on land near Lower Barton Farm and on Marwood Road.  She will persist until appropriate action is taken.
The village sign approaching Aylesbeare from the Airport needs to be cleaned.
A member of the public had contacted her regarding the trees at Shutebridge Corner which he felt to be obstructive to traffic.  The Chair had contacted Paul Wilson of DCC to see whether a traffic chevron there is justified.
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The Chair had been approached by Philippe Planel, the Parishscapes Officer of East Devon AONB Partnership, who would like to give the Parish Council a short                                                 

demonstration of a Tithe map of the parish.  The Clerk would contact him with a view to giving this demonstration prior to the June meeting.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs L Parker informed Councillors that Mr Scott, Rural Housing Officer of CCD, will be coming to address the Council before the April meeting regarding affordable housing.

Councillors are in possession of the questionnaires sent by the University of Plymouth.  They need to be back to the Clerk by mid March should Councillors wish to complete them.

The ‘Unsuitable for HGVs’ sign has been erected in Marwood Road and the light repaired in the car park to the rear of Scotchmead.  The Clerk will continue to chase the SLOW signs to be painted in the carriageway by the Brook.

Following the recent ‘Celebration of Achievements’ evening at EDDC suggestions were invited for a repeat event.  It was felt that a bi-annual event such as this would be the best option.

There are two meetings to which Councillors are invited regarding the Boundary Committee’s review on the Unitary Status of Exeter. Cllr N Finegan would attend the DCC meeting at Ash Thomas and Cllr Mrs G Hichens would attend the EDDC meeting at Knowle. 

DAPC are holding a Current Legislation Training Day on 5 June at Exminster.  The Chair would attend.

PC J Tyrrell joined the meeting.
7.         Police Report

PC J Tyrrell reported that during the month of February there had been no recorded crime and 10 incidents reported to the Police.

He had addressed the problem of parking on the pavement in Scotchmead and hopefully this would now be resolved.  The situation would be monitored.
PC J Tyrrell left the meeting.

8.         Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies


Extraordinary Meeting of the Exeter International Airport Consultative Group 
The Chair had attended this meeting where all the information pertaining to the Masterplan of the Airport should have been available.  This was not the case but the meeting was given an update.  It is hoped that the Masterplan would be launched this month.  There will be an exhibition staged in 20 locations with consultation papers to be completed.  The Masterplan is required by the government as it will be included in the framework of development for future plans to the year 2030.

Meeting of the Exeter International Airport Consultative Group
The usual complaints of noise and security this time were lower in number.  There were compliments to the friendly and helpful staff. 
At present one million customers are using the airport annually to 22 cities.  It is hoped there will be more international flights introduced from Exeter. 

A different Electra aeroplane was being used for the mail flights which were a little noisier.  The original 737 would be back at the end of March. 
There are 1,400 employees at the Airport and the Airport gives £750m to the economy of the South West. 
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The Airport is working with Flybe to provide an engineering training school and private flying club training school.  By 2030 it is hoped there will be 3,400 staff and by 2010 the Training Academy will be up and running.                                                    
Exeter will be the main gateway for the South West with Newquay accommodating more local flights.  Plymouth is not progressing well financially apart from business traffic. 
There will be improved rail and road links to improve the access to the Airport. There will be additional parking and the Airport is looking into the construction of a hotel. The updated bar and restaurant will be complete by Easter.  There is to be a new terminal on the south side of the Airport.  
In the last 10 years the growth has been 17%.  It is envisaged the customer numbers will be 1.9 million by 2015 and 3.575 million by 2030.
