Apologies for Absence  
Apologies were received from Cllr K Chun, County Cllr Mrs C Channon and District Cllr R Bloxham.   
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
No interests were declared.
3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting dated 4 February 2009 had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
PC J Tyrrell and PCSO S Trail joined the meeting.

4.         Police Report 
PC Tyrrell introduced Police Community Support Officer Steve Trail to those present. PCSO Trail will be based at Ottery St Mary covering the Ottery rural patch.  He will be driving, patrolling on foot and on a bicycle.  PC Tyrrell said that there had been 5 incidents and one recorded crime reported to the Police during February. The recorded crime was an allegation of criminal damage at an address in Rosamondford in which heating oil was deliberately allowed to leak from an oil tank and cause damage to the surrounding land.
PC J Tyrrell and PCSO S Trail left the meeting.
5.         Reports of County & District Councillors

Neither Councillors were present but had sent their reports.

County Councillor

Cllr Mrs C Channon has been to look at the ford at Rosamondford where the apron is badly cracked and the barrier damaged.  Replacement fencing has been ordered and when the new barrier is in place she will further investigate the water which is coming down the road into the ford.

District Councillor
Members of EDDC are concerned regarding the new Development Control arrangements and so a working group has been created to review the situation.  EDDC is keeping many of its costs the same as last year.  Neither services nor capital programme will be cut but some reserves will be used to balance the budget.  The District Council recognises that the present financial climate is affecting many residents and in recognition of this fact has set a nil increase in the EDDC element of the council tax.

Chairman’s Report
Cllr Mrs S Coward reported that Oak Road had been salted following a request via the Parish Council.  There are still several deep potholes in the parish which she will                                                       

mention once more to the County Council.  On one occasion in February the bus did not make its regular pick up in the village.  This was due to an oversight by the driver.  The Chair has given those who regularly use this bus service the telephone number of the Stagecoach depot in Exmouth.  Should this happen again then they are entitled to call a taxi instead to enable them to make their journey.  The price of the Exmouth trip by Ring and Ride has been reduced by 50p.  This journey now costs £4.50 return per person. John Scott of the Community Council of Devon has stated that not a great number of the Housing Needs Survey had been returned from the parish.  The take up had been quite low. There was no justification for further building.  The Clerk to write a letter of thanks to Mr Scott.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs Parker reported that the Village Hall and surrounding land is now registered with the Land Registry.  She has all the relevant documentation and copies have been given to Mrs Faith Elford on behalf of the Village Hall Management Committee.  The Clerk to write to Mr Martin Woodhead whose help and expertise had been invaluable in the completion of all the paperwork. Unfortunately the creation of the Parish Council website had taken a back seat of late but Mrs Parker aimed to resolve this situation before the Annual Parish Meeting.  EDDC is promoting two Code of Conduct refresher sessions for Parish Councillors and Clerks.  The Chair would attend that on Wednesday 22 April at Council Offices, Knowle, Sidmouth.

This location on the bend of the very busy A3052 is 



extremely dangerous.  Vehicles cannot turn once inside so 



would have to either reverse in or reverse out and then would 


need to cross the white lines and block the road.  This would 


undoubtedly lead to a build up of traffic on the main road thus 


creating an accident situation.  Aylesbeare Parish Council 



would also be in favour of enforcement action so that the 



unauthorised access is closed and re-instated to a 




hedgebank.  This application is contrary to Policy TR10 



(Strategic Road Network) of the Devon County Structure Plan 


2001-2016 and Policies TA1 (Accessibility of the New 



Development) and TA7 (Adequacy of Road Network and Site 


Access) of the adopted East Devon Local Plan.
