1. Apologies for Absence  

Apologies were received from District Cllr R Bloxham
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
No interests were declared.
3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated 3 February 2010 had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

4.         Police Report 
PC J Tyrrell had forwarded a copy of his report to the Clerk. There was no recorded crime at all during February. The incidents reported were a dog out of control where enquiries are continuing, a road traffic accident, a domestic dispute, a case of sheep worrying, a loose foxhound on the road and a report of an HGV leaving the road.
5.         Report of District Councillor
In his absence District Cllr R Bloxham had forwarded his report to the Clerk which had been circulated to all Councillors. EDDC has increased its council tax by 2.9% which equates to an increase of about £3 per year for a band D property. The Government is giving the go ahead for Exeter to run its local services as a unitary council despite the fact that originally a unitary Exeter was ruled out on financial grounds. This will now be voted on by Parliament before it becomes legal.  If Parliament approves the proposal then arrangements will be put in place ready for elections to the new council in 2011. It is, however, quite likely that DCC will challenge this decision in the High Court.

EDDC has been actively working to link up with other District Councils to find ways to share services and reduce costs without cutting the delivery of services to the public.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, has expressed this Council’s dissatisfaction to Devon Highways yet again regarding the drainage of Quartermile Hill. She will now contact Clinton Devon Estates to see if they can get things to move forward.  This has been a problem, during the winter months, for many years now.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs Parker was alerted to flooding in Blind Lane during February in the vicinity of Ullswater. She has however been informed by Devon Highways that DCC is only responsible for the pipe under the lane. Whilst speaking to Mike Bishop on other matters the Chair will question this.
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The Exeter Wheelers Cycle Race will this year take place on 21 March. Details have been placed on the main notice board and on the Parish Council website. 
BT have informed the Council that the electric power to the telephone kiosk will remain connected for the time being with BT paying all bills in the short term.  They reserve the right to disconnect the power at some point in the future at their own expense.  The Parish Council will be consulted before this happens.

There is to be a Code of Conduct briefing for Parish/Town Councils at Knowle on 27 April which the Chair and Clerk will attend  The Chair and Clerk will also attend a Section 106/Local Development Framework Core Strategy planning event at Membury on 16 March. Cllr N Finegan and Cllr A Ringe will attend the same event but at Broadclyst on 10 March.
If a General Election is called for the beginning of May then the Headmaster of Bendarroch School is very happy for the Parish Council meeting to be held at the school as the Village Hall will be unavailable with election equipment being installed.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies

Exeter Airport Consultative Group – 24 February 2010
Cllr N Finegan had attended this meeting. The first turf has been dug for the construction of the training academy which is expected to be finished by the end of the year. Utilities should be in by the end of April.  The introduction of gas will enable the Industrial Estate to access the gas. Air traffic was down 17% for the year; November down 6%, December 7%, January 14% (bad weather another factor) the month of February was expected to be a little better. There were no complaints reported to the Group.

Playing Field Report 
The Chair, together with Cllr N Finegan and the Clerk, had met Mr Chris Brookbank, the Housing Programmed Works Officer of East Devon District Council, at the playground.  No legal agreement has been found between the Parish Council and EDDC for the playground although a copy of the licence dated 1986 for the playing field is to hand.  Mr Brookbank will create licences to run for 10 years for the parish to use the playground, playing field and the field beyond.  There will be an agenda item at the Annual Parish Meeting to gauge parish opinion on obtaining/best use of the extra field.
The Chair, together with 3 members of the public, have received hedge-laying instruction from a representative from Devon Rural Skills. In the process half of the hedge of the playing field adjacent to Village Way has been laid.  It is anticipated a similar session will take place next year to lay the other half of the hedge.
