Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Cllr K Chun who was away.   
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
No interests were declared.

3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated 3 March 2010 had been circulated.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
4.         Police Report 
PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk.  There had been 6 incidents reported during March.  These were: one report of an assault, one report of a suspicious caller, one report of a road traffic accident near Farringdon, one report of a person believed to have been sleeping rough in a summerhouse at an address in Aylesbeare, one report of erratic driving near the Halfway House and a report of youths having entered the Church, albeit no damage caused and nothing stolen.  All relevant enquiries into these incidents have been completed. There was just one reported crime which was of an assault between some juveniles.  Enquiries into this are continuing.
5.         Report of District Councillor
All Councillors had previously received a copy of District Cllr R Bloxham’s report.  The Local Development Framework is gathering pace and a process is in place to try to see what vision there is for East Devon over the next 15/16 years. East Devon District Council is now getting into the joint process of shared management with South Somerset District Council and also looking at itself by reviewing its services and how they are delivered.  The aim is to reduce the budget deficit before setting the council tax next year. Unitary status for Exeter has now been passed by both houses in Parliament. Should there be a change of government at the next election then this could be overturned. East Devon District Council’s area and responsibilities will however remain. They are working jointly with South Somerset and have endeavoured to work with Exeter City Council but to no avail.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, is still trying to overcome the water problems on Quartermile Hill which have escalated of late. She is in contact with a representative from Bicton Estates with a view to effecting drainage of the area affected.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs L Parker reported that the project entitled Parishscapes has come to the end of its 3 year run.  As Aylesbeare worked with Mr Planel in Parishscapes’ early stages he would like to present the parish with a large mounted framed copy of the Tithe map of Aylesbeare circa 1840 as a gift.
East Devon District Council will be charging all Home Safeguard community alarm customers for the monitoring service provided. The new charge only applies to private sector customers who were issued with free alarms and not to council tenants who already pay a support charge.

Devon Highways have replied that they are not prepared to provide additional warning signs to indicate the presence of the junction at Podgers Pit. They feel that the bend warning signs provide motorists with the information to adjust their speed accordingly. Another sign would give motorists information overload.

The Clerk provided Councillors with a replacement page one of the Parish Council Standing Orders to replace that in existence.  She has reworded the reference to the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council which was not very clear.
