1.
Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from County Cllr Mrs C Channon.
2.       Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
Cllr N Finegan declared a prejudicial interest in Item 12 – claim for travelling expenses.
Cllr Mrs T Ash and Cllr Mrs J Foxwell declared prejudicial interests in item 17 – they live in Scotchmead.  Due to the difficulty Mrs Foxwell has in walking she was permitted to remain seated at the Council Table but took no part in the debate.
3.       Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting dated 2 April 2008 had been circulated.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record subject to a typing correction.
4.         Police Report

PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk.
There were 2 recorded crimes, namely a theft of a trailer belonging to a Utility Company which had been left at the roadside and a theft at a dwelling following a domestic dispute between the co-habitees.  There were 11 reported incidents to the Police.
5.         Report of District Councillor
The Clerk had circulated Cllr R Bloxham’s report to all Councillors. He drew attention to the useful points of reference on the Statement of Community Involvement of the Local Development Framework. The Gypsy and Traveller Issues and Options Paper is now out to consultation. He summarised the 44 page document into 3 pages for Councillors’ information.  Work is also ongoing with regard to a Strategic Housing Land Availability Assessment and the development of the methodology for this piece of work.  The development of a computer-based Landscape Character Assessment is underway which will ensure that there is ready access to information to help inform strategic thinking and decision making. The runner-up of the competition to find a new name for the Lottery-funded mobile play scheme is Nicola Pope from Aylesbeare.  Unfortunately she could not attend the presentation. The Clerk will make arrangements for a presentation to Nicola in the parish. The new name of the scheme is ‘Off the Sofa Days’ and the winner came from Uffculme.
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Cllr N Finegan thanked Cllr R Bloxham for his very thorough report.
6.
Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, reported:

An estimate is expected from DCC for lighting the path near Sunny View.

The owners of West Rill are applying to DCC to divert FP7.

She was concerned that properties in Bramblemead are not being offered to 
local people.  The St Marychurch Housing Association contacts EDDC when 
properties become available but never hears back regarding people on the 
Waiting List so puts the properties on the open market for sale.  The Chair 
was informed that the Waiting List has 24 names on and yet 2 years ago, 
when the Parish Plan was produced from questionnaires, there were only 6. 
There seems to be a communication problem.  Cllr Bloxham would make 
enquiries and the Clerk would word a letter to the relevant department at 
EDDC.

She reminded Councillors that there are forms available should they have 
any changes to their Register of Members’ Interests.

A Town & Parish Council Information evening has been arranged by EDDC 
regarding the Licensing and Gaming Acts. Councillors felt that it was more 
suitable that a 
representative from the Village Hall Management Committee 
was asked  to attend.

She had received a request from a resident for a mirror to be placed on the 
junction near the Village Hall to enable traffic coming from the airport to be 
clearly seen.  It was not felt that this junction was any more dangerous than 
any other in the parish.
