Apologies for Absence 
Apologies were received from County Cllr Mrs C Channon and District Cllr R Bloxham.    
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
Cllr Mrs S Coward declared a prejudicial interest in Item 13 – her claim for travel expenses.
3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting dated 1 April 2009 had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
4.         Police Report 
PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk.  There had been just three incidents reported to the Police during the past month and no recorded crime at all.
5.         Reports of County & District Councillors

County Cllr Mrs C Channon had also forwarded a report to the Clerk.  She was pleased that the metal bars have now been re-erected at Rosamondford and that the very large potholes have now been filled.  There needs to be some more work done there to tidy up the road and a request has been made to this effect.

Chairman’s Report

The lengthsman has been in the parish recently and the Chair was impressed with the efficiency of his work.

She had been, together with Mr Norman Allison, to a drop in meeting at Cullompton regarding Parish Plans.  The Chair was particularly interested in updating Aylesbeare’s plan as it is 5 years since it was designed.  It should be possible to raise funding through ‘Awards for All’ or through the District and Council Councils. It will be necessary to re-form the Parish Plan committee and work towards updating the Plan.

The ‘Off the Sofa Dayz’ play scheme has once again been in the Village Hall this time over the Easter holiday.  Three people came forward to undertake training sessions to be able to keep the scheme running when the grant expires.

The Annual General Meeting of the Community Fund has taken place and the accounts were approved.

Clerk’s Report
Following a request at the Annual Parish Meeting for the resurfacing of Church Close the Devon Highways responded that the root of the water problems up 
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by the Church is not known.  It is possibly old land drainage pipes and is not high priority enough to investigate.  There is patching work proposed but this is funding dependant.

The postal ballot has been held for casual vacancies on the County Committee of the Devon Association of Parish Councils.  The two councillors elected are Cllr Paul Lewis of Ottery St Mary Town Council and Cllr Jane Wardle of Broadclyst Parish Council.

The Clerk had been sent drainage guidance notes for riparian owners (anyone with watercourses on their land) which she would advertise in TOPICS.

Reports of Council Representatives on Other Bodies

Exeter International Airport Consultative Group – 22 April 2009
Cllr N Finegan is the Council’s representative on this group.  Passenger numbers were down on average 25% in the January to March period. In April there had been military movements from Afghanistan with one large public relation exercise involving many members of the press.  A new Operations Director has been appointed.  Leaflets have been produced regarding noise policy and complaints procedure. These will be available on the Airport’s website and sent to complainants.  There were 166 responses to the consultation process of the Masterplan.  Of these 41% were from primary stakeholders.  The main criticisms were noise, night flights, access roads and public transport.  The Masterplan is yet to be published.  There will only be one night flight this summer; that of a charter company.  The airport aims to be carbon neutral on ground operations by 2015.  East Devon District Council is still trying to obtain funding from the Regional Development Agency for a Clyst Honiton bypass. An online Which magazine survey had recently placed Exeter Airport fourth from around 40.
East Devon Primary Healthcare Trust – 28 April 2009
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, had attended this meeting on behalf of the Parish Council.  The price of the Home Safeguard emergency alarm systems has reduced and now costs £38.36 per quarter.  These are available to anyone.  EDDC can obtain free loft and cavity wall insulation to those aged 70 and over.  Below the age of 70 and not on benefits the cost is £150. 
All cottage hospitals are designated end of life care places. 56% of the local population would like to die at home.  There are 8,000 deaths in Devon each year.

An Advice & Information Service booklet has been produced with information regarding reputable building and handymen for the vulnerable in the community to employ. An example given was of minor electrical repairs which would take up to 2 hours to complete.  This would cost £7.30 per hour if on any benefits or privately £14 per hour.  Larger jobs would be assessed by advisors and suitable tradesmen recommended. There would be no call out charge.
