Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from Cllr K Chun who was away.   
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
Cllr A Ringe declared a prejudicial interest in Item 13 – the footpath is on his property.
3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated 7 April 2010 had been circulated. It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.

4.         Police Report 
PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk. During the month of April there had been 8 incidents reported to the Police – damage to a wall at the entrance to The Chestnuts, theft of a hire car, report of youths causing damage at Bendarroch School (Police attended but no damage had been caused), 4 reports of missing persons, report of a house alarm, report of a parking dispute, report of a lorry losing its load of gravel on the B3180 and the report of murder/suicide at The Old Police House. There were 4 recorded crimes – allegation of theft of a hire car, criminal damage to the wall at the entrance to The Chestnuts where enquiries are ongoing, criminal damage to 4 windows in the Church where enquiries are ongoing and the murder and suicide at The Old Police House.

It was suggested that the Clerk specifically invites PC Tyrrell to attend the June Parish Council meeting when hopefully more information will be available regarding the unfortunate incidents at The Old Police House. This is a very serious event in the parish and it was felt that knowledge of the facts would be beneficial to  parishioners.
5.         Report of District Councillor
Cllr R Bloxham said this had been a quiet month due to the general election.  He has also been away for a substantial period during the month. He took on board various questions during the meeting where he offered assistance to the Parish Council.
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6.
Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, has met the lengthsman and reported various blocked drains, potholes etc. She told the meeting that an ex-Councillor Mrs Jean Foxwell had recently had hip replacement surgery and that she was home and cheerful. She is persevering at getting action regarding the drainage on Quartermile Hill with Claire James of Clinton Devon Estates.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs Parker had attended a Code of Conduct training day at East Devon District Council which she found very informative. Presentations were received from Denise Lyon, Deputy Chief Executive and Monitoring Officer and from Rachel Pocock who is Head of Legal, Licensing and Democratic Services. The various presentations are being emailed to those present and Mrs Parker will forward to Councillors for information purposes.
It was suggested at the Annual Parish Meeting that the Parish Council upgrades its website to add communication boxes to enable members of the public to email their opinions direct to the Clerk. As this would require a considerable increase in funds she recommended that the Parish Council continues with the website as it is. All email addresses are included so anyone can email Councillors or the Clerk direct from the website anyway just not in a definite box.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies


Village Hall Management Committee AGM – 20 April 2010
Cllr Mrs T Ash had attended the AGM. All previous officers had been re-elected. The hall hire for organisations will be raised to £6 per hour from September 2010.  The background heating has now been turned off in an effort to save money. The committee is looking at different ways to heat the hall as the present heating is proving very expensive. The Youth Group want to use the snooker table, enquiries are being made regarding insurance etc.


East Devon Primary Healthcare Trust – 20 April 2010
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, is the Parish Council’s representative at this meeting.  The designated speaker was unable to come. The Memory Café has started meeting once a month at The Institute in Ottery St Mary. There are 17 cafés running in Devon and they are proving to be very popular.  It is a good way for families with the same problems to mix together.  The object is to catch the early signs of Alzheimer’s disease and dementia. The hospital at Ottery St Mary has been highly recommended by Nurse Training Inspectors on how student nurses are trained and helped. In March the deep clean of the hospital was carried out. Unfortunately the hospice in Exeter is struggling due to lack of funds.

She is corresponding with a representative from Sutcliffe Play (this company is supplying the new equipment) with a view to looking at the playground, particularly the entrance.
