2.       Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda

4.         Police Report

No report had been forwarded.
5.         Reports of District Councillor

District Cllr Ray Bloxham reported that it is now easier for potential tenants to 
find out what properties East Devon District Council has available to let. 
Empty Council homes will be advertised in the Exmouth and Midweek Herald 
newspapers, in Libraries and on Town and Parish Council Noticeboards. 
Anyone interested should then telephone the Housing Needs Team or call in 
to Exmouth Town Hall or the Council Offices at Knowle, Sidmouth. There 
is 
a dedicated phone line (01395 571512) with a recorded message giving full 
details of properties currently available and instructions on how to make an 
application. East Devon District Council will also publish details of 
properties 
that have been let.
2.
He then gave details of the first phase of an upgraded recycling and waste 
collection service.  Axminster, Beer and Seaton will start the new service in 
August with the parish of Aylesbeare starting February 2009. The aim is to 
raise recycling rates in East Devon from 21.8% (which it is now) to 50% by 
the year 2010.
The total cost of the scheme is £2 million. When residents join 
the scheme they will be given two new plastic containers for food waste and 
also a 
wheeled bin for other household refuse.  The existing recycling boxes 
will be 
retained and plastic bottles will be added to the recyclable items. 
Recycling will be collected weekly together with smelly perishable refuse. 
Non-smelly refuse will be collected fortnightly. There will be a leaflet 
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campaign and roadshows.  More information on the changes can be found 
on the website and members of the East Devon District Council StreetScene 
team will be available to speak to or visit residents who have any concerns or 
special needs.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, is still endeavouring to aid communication problems between East Devon District Council and St Marychurch Housing Ltd with a view to making local people aware when properties come for sale. The Clerk will contact John Scott, Community Council of Devon, and ask him to prepare a Housing Needs Survey form for consideration at the Parish Council Meeting in July.

Cllr Coward had presented Miss Nicola Pope with the prize for coming second in the competition to name the Mobile Play Scheme.  This is a project funded by the Lottery providing 2 play days to 11 rural villages during the summer holidays for children aged 7 – 11 yrs.  It is to be called ‘off the sofa daze’. The presentation took place at a meeting of the Youth Club.  A photographer had been present and articles had appeared in the local press.

Mrs L Parker has instigated proceedings to get the red telephone box in the village listed. If this is successful the box will be allowed to remain in the village for posterity.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies


Meeting of Devon Primary Care Trust
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, had attended this meeting which was concerning the future of Devon’s combined health and social care. Emphasis is being put on (i) helping the population stay healthy (ii) ensuring healthy pregnancies and healthy starts in life (iii) creating a model of care for people with long-term conditions and disabilities and their families or carers (iv) transforming care of older people (v) providing sensitive and co-ordinated support for those approaching death.

DCC – Boundary Committee Review of Local Government in Devon
The Chair had attended this meeting which was Devon County Council’s initial concept for unitary local government. Plymouth and Torbay would remain unitary perhaps with extended boundaries.  The remainder of Devon would be one unitary authority divided into 28 market and coastal community boards with Exeter City Council being the 29th. Each board would comprise all the elected unitary councillors in each of those community areas together with representatives of Town and Parish Councils, key public service partners, Police, Primary Care Trust and local representatives nominated by the Community Forum. Public consultation will commence 7 July.

Meeting of the Exeter Airport Consultative Group
Cllr Noel Finegan was the Parish Council representative on this Group.  The Masterplan for the development of the Airport is now complete.  It may be published later in June.  There will be a 12 week consultation period during which information will be available via roadshows and the website.  The Clerk will invite a representative to attend prior to the September Parish Council meeting to make Councillors aware of the changes.  An article will be put in Topics to invite the general public also.
