3.         Minutes

4.         Police Report 

PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk.  There was no recorded crime at all for the month of May.  There were just 4 incidents reported to the Police.
5.         Report of District Councillor

District Cllr R Bloxham gave the Clerk details of his new telephone number and email address which she would forward to all Councillors. Following the Annual Council Meeting of EDDC Graham Brown is the new Deputy Leader.  Cllr Bloxham has been appointed to sit on the Development Control Committee which means that he will not be able to comment publicly for or against an application at Parish Council meetings but it does mean that Aylesbeare is now represented on the committee which is now re-titled Development Management.  He has also been elected to chair a new committee which oversees the work of the Executive Board.  These committee meetings fall on a Wednesday so there may be the odd occasion when he will be unable to attend Parish Council meetings.  He is working with 3 other District Councillors to set up a local ‘job club’.  The idea is to supplement the work of the Job Centre Plus by providing free CV, interview and job application skills to those seeking employment and a free agency service for companies seeking employees.

Cllr Mrs S Coward reported that, as there had been a recent occasion when an emergency vehicle could not find a property in Village Way, the subject of numbering properties might be discussed.  This is quite a complicated matter and would be put on a future agenda for consideration.
