Apologies for Absence
Apologies were received from Cllrs Mrs T Ash, N Finegan and A Ringe.
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
No interests were declared
3.         Minutes
The Minutes of the Annual General Meeting and the Parish Council Meeting both dated 5 May 2010 had been circulated prior to the meeting.  They were both confirmed to be correct.

4.         Police Report 
PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk. During May there were 9 incidents reported to the Police: 1 of a fallen tree across a road, 1 of a stray sheep, 1 of stray cows, 1 sudden death, 1 missing person report, 1 of a deer being hit by a vehicle, 1 of criminal damage to a building, 1 of concern for welfare and 1 suspicious vehicle report. There were 2 reported crimes: 1 of criminal damage to a building where enquiries are continuing and a theft of a pedal cycle.
5.         Reports of County Councillor and District Councillor
County Councillor
County Cllr Mrs C Channon has ordered two grit boxes for the parish.  One she will pay for and the second to be paid for by the Parish Council. These are to be positioned in Church Close and Bramblemead. She stated that with the formation of the new coalition government the idea of unitary status for Exeter has been quashed. She mentioned concerns in Colaton Raleigh parish where travellers have applied for planning permission for hard standing, caravans and a washroom.
District Councillor
District Cllr R Bloxham explained that the planning application for a permanent gypsy site at Sunnyfield was determined at the Development Management Committee at East Devon District Council on 1 June.  The existing temporary permission for the current family to remain at the site was made permanent but the permission was restricted to that family alone with the proviso that, should they vacate, the land must be returned to its former agricultural use.  Permission for a gypsy site for general use was not given. He mentioned the letter dated 27 May from Eric Pickles MP, the Secretary of State for Communities and Local Government, which indicated an "intention to abolish Regional Strategies and return decision making powers on housing and planning to local councils”.  He said that the letter stated that "decisions on housing supply (including the provision of traveller sites) will rest with Local Planning Authorities without the framework of regional numbers and plans”.  A formal announcement will be made soon but the letter set out an 
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expectation that planning authorities and the planning inspectorate would have regard to his letter as a material planning consideration in any current decisions.  The impact of this on the proposed Local Development Framework is yet to be determined and there will be a need to await further detail from Government.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, mentioned the trouble she was having sorting Quartermile Hill drainage to County Cllr Channon. Cllr Channon will look into the matter.  Cllr Coward has been approached by a resident of Marsh Green who is keen to get lanes opened up to be used as bridleways and for cyclists. Withy Bed Lane was on her list of such lanes.  Cllr K Chun stated that Withy Bed Lane does not have public access as he had discussed it with Paul McFadden of DCC.  It is not a public highway. Cllr Channon said that a bridleway needs to be double the width of a footpath. Cllr Coward has decided not to be considered to sit on the Standards Board Committee of East Devon District Council. She would be attending the AGM of the Devon Playing Fields Association on 1 July in Chudleigh.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs Parker would write to Angela Browning to thank her for the assistance she has given the Parish Council during the years she was a Member of Parliament.  Also she would congratulate her on becoming Baroness Browning and sitting in the House of Lords.  The Garden Party at Buckingham Palace would be attended by representatives from North Molton, Ashwater and Broadwoodkelly. Cllr K Chun signed his agreement to receive agendas and minutes by email each month. Mrs Parker would like to change the date of the October Parish Council meeting.  She would contact Councillors to arrange a mutually convenient replacement date. A resident has complained that the Youth Club’s footballs are causing a nuisance in his garden.  The Chair would ask the members of the Youth Club to exercise more care.
