4.         Police Report

PC J Tyrrell had sent the reports for May and June to the Clerk.  In May thirteen incidents had been reported to the Police.  One was a recorded crime of a burglary from a garden shed. In June again thirteen incidents had been reported but no recorded crime at all.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, had attended a training course at Exminster on new legislation.  It had seemed a very long day with just one speaker.  Subjects tackled were the Freedom of Information Act, Local Government Health Involvement Act and the Power of Well-Being Act which covers the economical, environmental and social well-being of the area.  Mrs Lesley Smith, OBE, will be going to meetings of group Councils to explain this more fully.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs L Parker reported:

1. Devon authorities have identified ten Post Offices that should be retained and one of these is Tipton St John.

2. In future, as soon as planning applications are submitted to EDDC, Parish Clerks will be emailed with the details.  Hard copies will continue to be distributed in the post.
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3. St Marychurch Housing Ltd had contacted everyone on the EDDC waiting list concerning properties for sale but had no replies.

4. EDDC is asking for information regarding local sites that are suitable for building under the Strategic Land Availability Assessment.  Any responses to be received by 8 August.

5. The Devon Association of Parish Councils is running a Quality Council Training Session on 10 September in Exeter at a cost of £10 per Council.  This Council wishes to be represented.

6. There are still concerns that residents of Scotchmead are not using the car park and are parking in Village Way thus causing a traffic hazard.  Mrs Parker will inform Mr Brookbank who was to have arranged for a letter to be sent to all tenants asking them to consider the safety implications of blocking the street when they park their cars.
