Clerk’s Report
Lee Cranmer of DCC has responded regarding a new bus shelter. He felt that a wooden shelter would be the most suitable in a rural location.  A similar one had been erected in Colyford last year at a cost of £7.765.  Funding will not be available this year but hopefully next year.  It is anticipated he will meet the Chair and Clerk on site during August to discuss the matter further.

8.
Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies

Exeter International Airport Consultative Group
Cllr N Finegan was the Parish Council representative at this meeting, the bulk of which was the report of the Managing Director.  There is a new company, APCOA, responsible for the car parks and from November there will be automatic barriers which recognise number plate registrations linked to the Police.  Three new shuttle coaches are being obtained to ferry passengers to planes. Compared with last years figures passenger numbers were down 11% in April and 17% in May.  
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June figures are not available but it is expected they will be much the same as the previous two months.  To make allowances for this lack of finance costs have got to be taken out.  One manager had been made redundant.  It is anticipated that 2010 will have much the same figures with improvement expected in 2011. The new Operations Director, Steven Wiltshire, is transferring from Blackpool Airport in September.  It is hoped the Masterplan will be published at the end of July/beginning of August.  Exeter Airport has fared very well in recent surveys from travel companies.  It has been highly rated by passengers. As one of the postal plans has had problems a 737 has been used which has been much quieter.  The planning applications made by Flybe for a training academy and hotel have been approved. It is necessary to obtain funding from the Learning & Skills Council.  The worry is that, with the Government’s change of strategy from education to housing, this funding may not be forthcoming which could mean the collapse of the academy.  The road infrastructure surrounding the airport has been holding up improvements but now DCC has agreed funding for the development of Junction 29 of the M5 motorway.
