Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from County Cllr Mrs C Channon and District Cllr R Bloxham.
2.       Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, declared a prejudicial interest in Item 14 - her claim for travelling expenses; Cllr Mrs T Ash and Cllr K Chun declared a personal interest in Item 14 where there are two payments to the Village Hall Management Committee of which they are the Parish Council representatives on that Committee and Cllr N Finegan declared a personal interest in Item 14, the donation to the Citizens Advice Bureau, of which he is the Committee Chairman.
3.       Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting dated 2 July 2008 had been circulated prior to the Meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
4.         Police Report

PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk. In July there were 13 incidents reported to the Police resulting in 2 recorded crimes.  One was a case of assault occasioning actual bodily harm following a domestic dispute.  A male was arrested and was released on Police bail pending further enquiries.  The second was a case of theft from a motor vehicle at isolated premises in Harp Lane.  In August there were 8 reported incidents to the Police but no recorded crime.
5.         District Councillor’s Report
In his absence District Cllr R Bloxham had forwarded a short report to the Clerk.  Regarding the Draft Masterplan of Exeter Airport his concerns are increased noise and the demand for public transport.  If passenger numbers increase as anticipated the minimal extra parking will not cope and yet people will not find public transport a viable and convenient alternative.  The road infrastructure on the approaches to the airport is insufficient to meet the extra demand.

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, had called in at the Village Hall during the ‘OFF THE SOFA DAYZ’’ activities organised by EDDC.  The session appeared to be very successful and well supported.

August 2008. This evening, prior to the Parish Council meeting, Mr Stephen Ayres 
had given a concise presentation regarding the Draft Masterplan so Cllr Finegan felt 
there was little more to add.  There has not been too much opposition to the Draft 
Masterplan from Parish Councils. Although Flybe has cut back 2 – 3 routes the 
Airport maintained record passenger numbers in August despite the present 
economic turndown.

The resignation of Cllr Mrs J Foxwell and the co-option of another Councillor


The resignation of Cllr Mrs J Foxwell was received and accepted.  The Chair gave 
thanks to Mrs Foxwell for all her dedicated years as a Councillor – she will be much 
missed.  Although EDDC had been advised of the vacancy and the advertisement 
for a new councillor had been displayed on the Parish notice board for the required 
amount of time it was decided that the vacancy should be advertised in TOPICS. 
Therefore the consideration of co-option will be put forward until the October 
meeting.

Draft Proposals for Unitary Local Government in Devon

The information received to date was considered.
Resolved:  To respond to the Boundary Committee that of the two proposals that have been tabled the only option acceptable would be that of a Devon unitary authority comprising the existing county of Devon with no changes to Plymouth and Torbay.  The East Devon area would not be benefitted by the proposal for a unitary authority covering Exeter/Exmouth and one covering the rest of Devon without changes to Plymouth and Torbay.

Draft Master Plan for Exeter International Airport

The document (which has been circulated) was considered.
Resolved:  To respond that if the anticipated growth of the airport materialises then there will be a priority that considerable improvement is made to the approach roads.  In particular the lane from the A30 roundabout will need to be upgraded.  At present there is no pavement, it is too narrow and dangerous for pedestrians. Significant changes will need to be made to the public transport system which is grossly inadequate.  It would be beneficial if the airport could be screened to prevent cars parking (despite yellow lines) to observe the planes.  This causes dangerous obstructions to traffic.  This Council is encouraged by the contribution that the airport makes to the economy of the County and is very appreciative of the provision of local employment and training facilities.
