Apologies for Absence 
Apologies were received from Cllr Mrs T Ash, Cllr A Ringe and District Cllr R Bloxham.  
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
Cllr Mrs G Hichens re-iterated her previously declared prejudicial interest in Item 9 (09/1013/FUL), being a close neighbour of the applicant.
Cllr N Finegan declared a personal interest in Item 12, the donation to the Citizens Advice Bureau, of which he is the Committee Chairman.
3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated 1 July 2009 had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true record.
4.         Police Report
PC J Tyrrell had sent his report for July and August to the Clerk. In July there was just one recorded crime which was the theft of a vehicle excise licence from a motor vehicle in Bramblemead.  There were 7 incidents reported to the Police.  In August the one and only crime was an aggravated burglary at Scotchmead in which the victim was attacked.  Enquiries are ongoing by the CID but to date this remains undetected.  There were 6 incidents reported to the Police.
The Clerk to write to EDDC expressing the Parish Council’s concerns regarding the security and safety of the residents in Council properties.
5.         Reports of County & District Councillors

District Councillor
In his absence District Cllr R Bloxham had sent a report to the Clerk.  He described the events of the recent burglary.  District Council officers have been supporting residents and looking at further security measures including the use of infra-red alert systems.

County Cllr Mrs C Channon joined the meeting.

Regarding the review of local government the Boundary Committee is currently appealing against the judgements obtained by the District Councils in Norfolk and Suffolk and therefore there is again a delay. When the Court of Appeal view is known the Boundary Committee will advise the Secretary of State including whether the original Exeter bid should go ahead. It is thought that in reality the General Election will prevent anything being implemented anyway.                                                  
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County Councillor

County Cllr Mrs C Channon said that the appeals by Norfolk and Suffolk District Councils will take place on 7 and 8 October. The judicial review undertaken by Devon is due to the fact that the Boundary Committee misled us by not considering the status quo.
Devon has got to come up with an enhanced two tier system and it is important that the District and County Councils look at where cuts can be made by increasing efficiency. We also need to know how to work better together as parishes.

She was glad to see that the majority of the potholes have been filled in the parish. A lot of patching and resurfacing has taken place. The County Council has put as much finance as possible to sort these problems and as a result the roads are looking much better.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, reported that there is an ongoing problem with flooding in the path beside Sunny View. South West Highways have said that it would not be cost effective to consider altering the drainage.
As the lighting of this same path has not been resolved perhaps the Parish Council could consider solar security lighting which is improving all the time.  To be put to the October agenda for consideration.

She had been recently to a meeting regarding the future use and care of the Pebblebed Commons. No decisions on future management have been made and National England, the Pebblebed Trust and RSPB are keen to get the view of local communities and organisations and users of the commons before making any choices. There are further open and drop-in days which she circulated to Councillors.
7.
Clerk’s Report
Mrs L Parker told the Council that the meeting with Lee Cranmer involving herself and the Chair would take place this month.  This is to discuss a bus shelter in the parish and signage for Blind Lane where a car had recently been stuck.

She had completed a broadband survey for DCC during the summer break.  The results found that speeds in Aylesbeare are very slow. Speeds drop during afternoon/evening often involving disconnection and the inability to reconnect unless loading or downloading.

There is to be a new updated website at EDDC for planning online. To find out the details she would attend a session at Knowle together with the Chair and Cllr K Chun.

The Chair would attend the AGM of the Devon Association of Parish Councils on 26 September.

Mrs Parker asked the Parish Council to consider a speaker for the Annual Parish Meeting.

There is a small hole in the glass frontage of the main parish notice board.  She will ask a local resident if he would be able to mend it.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies


Primary Healthcare Team – 21 July 2009
The Chair had not been able to attend but had sight of the Minutes. The new Chair of the Team is Elli Pang.
The Carers Group is issuing identity cards to its members.
The ‘end of life care’ being offered at Ottery Hospital has been highly appreciated by affected families. It is hoped that eventually there will be ‘end of life care’ available to everyone within a 20 minutes driving journey.
Ottery Hospital has a high occupancy rate.  Rowan Ward is at present being used as a day centre for severe dementia patients.  Investigations are underway to provide a Memory Café for carers to take their less badly affected dementia relatives to meet socially with other families in the same situation. 
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Some voluntary car drivers are finding the waiting time at the RD&E Hospital difficult to 

deal with.  Some are waiting 2 hours to take their patients home.  It is hoped this situation can be improved.
