Apologies for Absence

Apologies were received from County Cllr Mrs C Channon.
2.       Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, declared a prejudicial interest in Item 11 – Finance – 
her claim for travel allowances.
3.       Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated 3 September 2008 had been 
circulated prior to this meeting.  It was unanimously agreed they be signed as a true 
record.
4.         Police Report

PC Tyrrell had forwarded his report. There was one recorded crime which was the theft of a house nameplate from the roadside in Oak Road.  There had been 6 incidents reported to the Police.

PC Tyrrell was on duty but joined the meeting briefly to see if there was anything the Parish Council wished to report.  There was nothing to report so he left.
5.         Report of District Councillor
District Cllr R Bloxham brought the Parish Council’s attention to the progress of the Vanguard “Systems Thinking” planning approach by EDDC. Lengthy letters have been sent to Town and Parish Councils – this would be put on the November agenda for discussion.  He also urged the Parish Council to look out for the Core Strategy document which will replace the planning guidelines in place at the moment.  It is at present being re-written.  The development at Cranbrook was due to have started in September 2008 but is on hold for the foreseeable future as, due to the present financial climate, Persimmons have pulled out.  The development is due to be in place by 2026.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair is still trying to sort the on-going drainage problems in Quartermile Hill.  She has called in to see the pensioners, on their weekly coffee mornings, to see if everyone is being helped with the implications of the impending switchover to Digital TV. Everyone seems quite happy about it. It has been pointed out that the road markings at Marwood Cross are incorrect.  From the airport the direct route to the A3052 at Nine Oaks should take precedence over the road towards Aylesbeare.  Therefore the white marking needs altering.  The Clerk to write to Highways.

Clerk’s Report
The Clerk reported that there are empty sandbags available from EDDC.  She still has a quantity at home so will put an article in Topics to advertise the fact. Cllr K Chun is to attend the Section 106 and Parish Plan Event at Feniton on 6 October and a P3 Strimming Course on 3 October.  A reply has been received from DCC concerning the public highway adjacent to Sunny View. DCC has denied acting Ultra Vires so Mrs Parker will pen a further letter encouraging DCC to provide the lighting and regular upkeep of the path for the safety of the public.  The SLOW markings have been painted in the highway near the bridge in Village Way.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies

Quality Council Status – 10 September
The Chair and Clerk attended a morning in Exeter where Quality Status is still being very much encouraged by DAPC.  Perhaps if Devon becomes a unitary county it will be a status symbol for parishes represented on the Community Boards.  There would be considerable expense and work involved attaining Quality Status for the parish and this will be discussed once more when the unitary situation has been clarified.

S W Lifelong Learning Network Conference – 11 September
This meeting at Newton Abbot Racecourse, attended by the Chair, was an interim report on Councillors’ training needs.

AGM - Devon Association of Parish Councils – 27 September
This was a very well attended meeting at County Hall.  The Clerk reported that some aspects of DAPC services will have to charge VAT in 2009. Subscriptions will go up 4.5% in 2009 – a rise of £4 for this parish.  There is a new project to give peer support for Councils that lose their Clerk which is happening a lot. A lot of discussion took place regarding the DAPC’s response to the Boundary Committee. The Association believes that no-one should be worse off and the welfare of the rural community should always be borne in mind.  Community Boards will be piloted in 2009 and many parishes are coming forward to be pilots.

Section 106 & Parish Plan Community Planning Event – 30 September
This meeting, at Clyst St George, attended by the Chair, was concerning the finance involved when extra development goes ahead in parishes.  With small developments a contribution of money (Section 106) is decided at the point of planning decision.  The money is awarded after the development is completed towards local amenities i.e. recreational open space, education, sewage, electricity etc.  With larger developments the money can be awarded locally or up to 15 miles away.  Cllr R Bloxham urged the Parish Council to keep a note of S106 agreements as many years may elapse before the money can be released and to approach the Officer at EDDC for that money.
