Apologies for Absence

5.         Report of County Councillor
County Cllr Mrs C Channon had forwarded her report to the Clerk.

She has made a request to DCC for the net cost of the website and a cheque 
should be with the Clerk within the next couple of weeks.

She came to the village to examine the broken drain at the top of Withen 
Lane as a resident was badly flooded in consequence of this drain.  She 
has asked for it to be repaired as a matter of urgency.

Whilst in the village she also inspected the highway beside Sunny View 
and will ask for the foliage to be cut back by the lengthsman.

Report of District Councillor

District Cllr R Bloxham reported:

The Play Scheme organised by Polly Mercer and Jane Sharp did not get off 
the ground in Aylesbeare due to the lack of volunteers.  If anyone can be 
identified to train as a volunteer they will come again to the village.  This 
scheme is available until September 2009.

EDDC has mounted a legal challenge against the proposal for a single 
Devon unitary council.  The Judicial Review will be heard in the High Court 
on 17 December.

Chairman’s Report

The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, feels she is getting nowhere with the drainage problem on Quartermile Hill despite promises from various parties. The latest thought is that, as it is a minor road, no funding is available.  The Clerk will contact County Cllr Mrs C Channon to see if she can intercede and get things moving.

Clerk’s Report

Mrs L Parker reported:

1.
She had received a telephone call from Mr Mark Dauncey of DCC who will 

come to the village to inspect the highway beside Sunny View accompanied 

by the Chair.


2.
Royal Mail had advised her that the metal squares on the village post boxes 

should now be changed daily to advise the next delivery.  This was 


requested at the Annual Parish Meeting.


3.
DCC has responded concerning the road markings at Marwood Cross. The



County Council feels that the existing alignment of the road implies that the 

natural through route from the airport is along the B3184 then straight on into 

Marwood Road.  To change the priority of the junction where such an 


alignment exists would inevitably introduce confusion to drivers, irrespective 

of how many signs were erected to indicate a change in priority.  The 


meeting felt that perhaps when the Masterplan of the Airport is finalised the 

access roads will be redesigned.

The vice Chair, Cllr K Chun, will attend the Parish Paths Partnership 


Christmas Workshop in Broadclyst on 2 December.

Mrs Parker had reported a drain that needs clearing outside The Old Smithy 

in Village Way.  A response had been received that this drain had been 


unsuccessfully jetted and would be repaired next year 2009/2010 providing 

that funding is available.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies

Exeter Airport Consultative Group 
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, had attended this meeting. Clive Coleman, Development Director, said that most of the criticisms concerning the Draft Masterplan had been regarding noise and night flights and ground access.  The revised document, taking into consideration the comments received, would be issued next spring.  The public viewing areas in the airport had been removed due to health and safety constraints.  Unfortunately this has meant that cars stop on the road outside the airport which is far more dangerous.  In future if anyone has reason to complain about aircraft noise they will need to give specific details before any action can be taken. Improvements are planned to the departure lounge including a new WH Smith store and upgraded duty free area giving more facilities for shopping.  Passenger numbers at the airport had decreased 5% during September and 11% during October. This was inevitably due to the unfavourable economic conditions.  The Airport management were in the process of budgeting for 2009 and were anticipating that traffic would be down by 6%.  Exeter Airport has been voted the best airport for handling luggage in the UK.  It also has an excellent safety record. The Airport has also recently introduced a Chaplaincy Service with three Chaplains available to staff and passengers throughout the year. Recently 1,200 marines had been flown from Exeter Airport to Afghanistan.  It is hoped that the troops would also be flown back to Exeter in March 2009.
Devon Primary Care Trust
This meeting was also attended by the Chair.  Roger Grainger, Administrator of DCC, gave a presentation of what would happen should Unitary Status be given to Devon.  Pilot schemes of Community Boards are running in some areas, for example Exmouth and Honiton.  This is to gauge the likelihood of representation.  If all Parish Councils and spokespeople from sundry other organisations were represented on the Boards there may be too many people to manage decision making.  It may be necessary to cluster parishes to reduce the numbers involved.  
On a healthier note toenail treatment is now available by volunteers at Ottery St Mary Hospital.  This is aimed at the elderly in the community who find it difficult to

reach their toes.  Each patient will have their own utensils each time so to include this cost the first session will be charged at £11 and each further visit £5.50. This is a considerable reduction on the cost treatment from a chiropodist.
An emergency food bank is being provided at the Church in Ottery St Mary.  This is for families in distress needing food and also for travellers/gypsies.

The Chair suspended Standing Orders in order for information to be obtained from the floor.  The meeting was resumed immediately after.
