Apologies for Absence 
Apologies were received from District Cllr R Bloxham.  
2.         Declarations of interests in Items on the Agenda
Cllr Mrs T Ash declared a personal interest on Item 9.  She was involved in the running of the ‘Off the Sofa Dayz’ session.
3.         Minutes

The Minutes of the Parish Council meeting dated 7 October 2009.had been circulated prior to the meeting.  It was unanimously declared they be signed as a true record.
4.         Police Report 
PC J Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk.  There was very little to report for the month of October.  There were just 7 reported incidents to the Police and no recorded crimes at all.

There were no reports.
6.
Chairman’s Report
The Chair, Cllr Mrs S Coward, reported that there had been a further ‘Off the Sofa Dayz’ session for the children during the half term holiday.  It was run by three volunteers from the parish and was in the form of a Halloween party in the Village Hall.  It was attended by over 20 children and was well received.  It is envisaged that another session will take place during the Christmas holiday period. There are over 40 children in the parish and this is a good way of their mixing together despite going to different schools.

The Chair is investigating the possibility of getting the hedge laid around the playground.  It is in need of some attention and could be a community project using the hedge as a training site for Bicton College. An article to be worded for TOPICS.
She had attended a meeting at Chard entitled ‘Making It Local’, the opening of the new Police Station at Ottery St Mary, a meeting at EDDC regarding the new Planning Portal and a further meeting at EDDC where District Council officers meet Parish Council members.

Clerk’s Report
Mrs Parker informed Councillors that the photocopier machine donated to the Parish Council is not operating properly on double sided copies. As it is 11 years old it is 
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possibly in need of servicing. It was suggested that single copies are used in a bid to avoid the expense of servicing.

Cllr K Chun is to attend a Parish Paths Partnership Christmas Workshop at Halberton on 25 November.

A response had been received from TRIP following the Parish Council’s letter of criticism. Parish Councillors understood the difficulties that TRIP face trying to operate an efficient cost-effective service.

The Parish Council website is now live and can be accessed at www.AylesbeareParishCouncil.co.uk.  An article to be worded for TOPICS to try to glean information to be included on the website regarding forthcoming events, local businesses etc.

The Clerk circulated copies of the East Devon Local Development Framework: Issues and Options further consultation on an option for an urban extension to Exeter at Redhayes/Blackhorse. This will be on the December agenda for discussion.

Reports of Council Representatives on other Bodies


Primary Healthcare Team – 20 October 2009
The Chair had attended this meeting. It is proposed to set up a children’s centre in the Old Convent, Ottery St Mary to provide support for early years needs and give information on getting advice on where to get help from different professionals. The Manager of the Pharmacy Department at the Royal Devon & Exeter Hospital gave a presentation on the working of her department and the improvements that were being implemented to the system. They are trying to ease the situation which exists at the present time where volunteer drivers are waiting for excessive periods to collect patients waiting for prescribed medication. Due to financial constraints it is planned that 6 beds will be closed in Ottery Hospital in January 2010.  This closure will be flexible so that in an emergency, such as an influx of flu cases, beds can be recommissioned. No staff will lose jobs but will be redeployed where needed. Cllr Mrs Coward will speak to Dr T Cox for his opinion on the subject.

In Minchin Lane the positive response had been 9 out of 10.  In Church Close there was no positive response at all. Some residents however were not happy with having their postcodes changed but they were in a minority.
