PC Tyrrell had forwarded his report to the Clerk.  There had been no recorded crime at all during November.  Five incidents had been reported to the Police, four of which were road traffic collisions and one report of a suspicious male offering knives for sale at commercial premises.

Officers from EDDC, Police and Fire & Rescue will carry out a 
door to door survey to discuss concerns and offer help and advice on many 
issues e.g. dogs, litter, noise, housing problems, insulation grants, fly tipping 
etc.  A report will then be issued on the concerns raised and how they can be 
overcome.

Annual Christmas Workshop of the Parish Paths Partnership

The Vice-Chair, Cllr K Chun, gave a report on this annual meeting which had taken 
place at Broadclyst.
Unfortunately it had been a very wet day which put paid to the walk.  He met with representatives from DCC and learnt of the work they had carried out.  He has only recently taken over looking after the parish footpaths and there is a lot to learn regarding what is needed.  It will be his place to ensure that landowners are following their responsibilities.  Should there be any problems that cannot be overcome within the parish then DCC can use its legal powers to bring pressure on landowners.  DCC is continuing to open up old paths.  Once a path has been designated as a footpath it remains that way.  The path does not have to be walked to remain open.
