Parish Paths Partnership Christmas Workshop – 25 November 2009

The annual grant form has been changed.  As money is limited Parish Councils will not automatically receive the grant for routine maintenance.  Money will be allocated on need and will be dependent on how much is held in reserve for footpath maintenance.  Cllr Chun told Councillors the various responsibilities of landowners with footpaths on their properties.  It was suggested that the Clerk composes an article for TOPICS to make landowners aware of their responsibilities.
